Training opportunities

The first official training period will be offered between 29 July and 12 august 2007 and the
second period will be offered between 22 June and 29 June 2008, i.e. the week before the
JWOC event.

The accommodation will be located to The Armed Forces Medica Centre, i.e. at the same
place as the Event Centre of IWOC 2008. A complete package including accommodation,
meals and training maps with control posts will be offered. The costs will be published on the
web-site during autumn 2006.

Other accommodations such as youth hostels or tourist flats can be organized on request.
There will also be possibilities for training at other dates

Description of theterrains

The sprint distance will be localized to a recreation area which includes a number of sport
arenas. Theterrain contains a mixture of rural, park and forest areas.

The middle distance courses will be set in an area partly used for recreation, therefore the area
includes a number of paths usually following the north to south running ridges. The area also
contains steep slopes, several with an elevation of 50-60 m, and plateau areas with high or
middle runnability but also rough areas with low runnability. There are both deciduous and
coniferous forests. The visibility in the terrain is mostly good.

The long distance area contains hills of varying heights and at the outer part of the area the
elevation of the slopes may be over 100 m. The area also includes a number of marshes and
lakes but very few paths. The hills are dominated by pine forest with good runnability and the
valleys of deciduous forest with lower runnability. The visibility is good to very good.

The relay course will be in an area with partly the same characteristics as the long distance
course but it will also include areas with less steep hills and old pine tree forest. The
runnability and visibility will in these areas be good to very good.
