Event Centre 

The event centre will be localized to the Armed Forces Medical Centre at the western 
outskirts of Göteborg. The centre is at the estuary of the river Göta Älv, close to the Göteborg 
archipelago, and is an isolated “ island” surrounded by bungalow areas. All types of services 
connected to accommodation and the competitions will be within the centre. The centre also 
contains large lawns and a small mapped forest with training possibilities. The highest point, 
i.e. where the ceremony place is located, will have a wonderful view over Göteborg city and 
its archipelago. The event centre will offer good possibilities to focus on the competitions as 
well as to social activities over the national borders.

Travel Information 

The city is easy to reach. The international airport Landvetter is situated around 20 km east of 
the city centre. The city is also easy to reach by train, ferry and coach from most parts of 
Europe.  

From the airport there is a regular bus service to the city centre. From the city centre the event 
centre can be reached by tram no 11, direction Saltholmen, stop Käringberget. See the map 
for guidance when travelling by tram or car.  

 

Visa 

At present the following countries need a visa for entering Sweden: Belarus, China (not Hong 
Kong), Chinese Taipei, Colombia, Kazakhstan, DPR Korea, Moldova, Russia, South Africa 
and Ukraine.

Event Transpor tation 

Transport to and from all events and the opening ceremony will be provided for all 
competitors and officials and is included in the entry fee. Individual transport to the finish 
area can be used (no discount on entry fee). All competitors must use the official transport to 
the start area. 



Entr ies/Classes 

Classes are W20 and M20. All competitors must be born in 1988 or later and must be full 
passport holding citizens of the country they are representing. 

Preliminary entries deadline is 30th April 2008. The entry form will be available on the JWOC 
2008 website: http://www.gmok.nu/jwoc2008. Please use this form to enter the event. 

Preliminary entry will include the following information:  

·  Number of competitors, (maximum 6 male and 6 female)  

·  Number of relay teams (maximum 2 male and 2 female teams)  

·  Number of officials (maximum of 4)  

·  Team leader’s details (name, address, mobile and e-mail) 

·  Accommodation requirements (category A, B or C) 

·  Attendance at the official training camp (22nd to 29th June) 

·  Date of arrival and departure 

Final entries with the name of competitors including reserves and officials should be received 
by the organisers by 1st June, 2008. Entry form for final entries will be enclosed in bulletin 
no. 3. The early date for final entry as well as the request for reserves is due to the time 
needed of the security officials at the Armed Forces to accredit participators entry into the 
event centre. The final entry form will request the passport number for all participants 
including the leaders. 

All competitors are participating on their own risk.

The entry fees include participation in all events, including model event, maps and transport 
to and from the events. The accommodation includes meals from Sunday (dinner) 29th June – 
Monday (breakfast) 7th July and closing ceremony banquet. 

Fees are same for participants as well as team leaders. 

Accommodation 

Category A: Accommodation in 2-beds room.  

Category B: accommodation in 4-beds wardroom.  

Category C: accommodation in 8 beds wardroom. 

All categories have separate bathroom and toilet as well as access to drying rooms. 
Accommodation in category A is limited and will be allocated on a first come first serve basis 
as the preliminary entries are received.  



At the event centre there will be an internet café with TV as well as large possibilities to other 
social activities. The event centre contains large fields for sport or other activities, a football 
ground, a terrain track and a small beech with bathing possibilities. There is also a map over 
the area that can be used for training.

Press and Media Representatives 

Press, media and extra representatives will be accommodated in a hotel about 3.5 km from the 
event centre. The hotel and the event centre is connected by tram no 11. Press centres will be 
both at the hotel and at the event centre. Service will also be offered at the competitions 
centres 

The price for the press and media is 5000 SEK per person. This includes full board, 
accreditation, model event, media race, start and result lists, maps, transport and banquet. 

Final registration should be received by 1st June using the entry form in Bulletin no 3. The fee 
should be paid by 1st June to the account given under Payments. To allow entry into the 
Armed Forces Medical Centre the passport number has to be given in the entry form.

Preliminary Course Length 

The courses follow the IOF recommendations of winning time.

Sprint distance 14-15 min/2.6 km 14-15 min/ 3.2 km 

Middle distance  20-25 min/3.2 km 20-25 min/ 4.1 km 

Long distance 50 min/6.0 km 70 min/10.5 km 

Relay (leg)  40min/ 5.5 km 45 min/ 7.5 km 

Clothing 

According to the rules of the Swedish Orienteering Federation all competitors should wear 
clothes covering all parts of the body, except arms and head, during the middle and long 
distance competitions and the relay. The clothing in the sprint competition is free. There are 
no rules governing footwear at any of the competitions. 

Punching System 

Sportident punching system will be used.  

Terrain Descr iption 

The sprint distance will be localized to Ruddalen, a recreation area which includes a number 
of sport arenas. The terrain contains a mixture of rural, park and forest areas. The area is 
about 4 km from the event centre. The finish area is at the football grounds. 

The middle distance courses will be set in Änggårdsbergen, an area partly used for recreation. 
The area therefore includes a number of paths usually following the north to south running 
ridges. The area also contains steep slopes, several with an elevation of 50-60 m, and plateau 
areas with high or middle runnability but also rough areas with low runnability. The area 
contains both deciduous and coniferous forest. The visibility in the terrain is mostly good. The 
area is about 6 km from the event centre. The finish area is located at Högsbo shooting range. 

The long distance area (map Partille-Gunnilse) is located about 20 km from the event centre 
in the eastern outskirts of Göteborg. It contains hills of varying heights and at the outer part of 
the area the elevation of the slopes may be over 100 m. The area also includes a number of 
marshes and lakes but very few paths. The hills are dominated by pine forest with good 
runnability and the valleys of deciduous forest with lower runnability. At summer time there 
are areas with high grass vegetation, particularly in the valleys which lowers the runnability. 
The visibility is good to very good. The finish area is in the field in the north east part of the 
map Partille-Gunnilse. 

The relay course (map Tultered) will be about 20 km from the events centre with partly the 
same characteristics as the long distance course but it will be less steep hills and include areas 
with old pine tree forest. The runnability and visibility in these areas will be very good. The 
finish area is the same as for the long distance. 



Embargoed Areas 

With reference to the IOF Competition Rules (article 26.6), the listed areas are embargoed for 
all potential JWOC 2008 team members.  

 

·  Sprint event: Ruddalen, the area east of the road Västerleden.  

·  Middle distance, qualification and final: Änggårdsbergen, the whole map  

·  Long distance and relay: Partille-Gunnilse, east half part of the map and Tultered, the 
whole map except its most southern part.  

Training Opportunities 

The first official training period will be offered between 29 July and 12 august 2007 and the 
second period will be between 22 June and 29 June 2008, i.e. the week before the JWOC 
event. 

The accommodation will be located to The Armed Forces Medical Centre, i.e. at the same 
place as the Event Centre of JWOC 2008.  

Other accommodations such as club houses or youth hostels can be organized on request. 
There will also be possibilities for training at other dates.
